GW I knew Eli all my life, but in 4th. grade, Mrs. Gensemer’s class at
George Washington we were in the same class for the first time. In
6th. grade I was in Mr. Loht’s class, Eli was next door in Mr. Kolher’s
class. The classes used to play Spanish baseball against each
other. From 7th. grade to high school we were all in the same class.
3 years all the same kids.7th. 8th. and 9th. grade. Our row was at
the end of the alphabet, Vaughn, Waters, Whedbee, West, Williams,
Wilson, Wilson, Wise and Wynn. The others in the class were
Connie Pickel, Luanne Tangert, Luanne Weiler, Donna Houser,
Jane Plauger, Debbie Tome, Chipper Thomas, Charlie Rupp, Ray
Eichelberger, Ricky Vatter, Debbie Young, Ann Marie McFadden,
Hazel Taltoan, Liz Stokes, Jim Thatcher, and a bunch more at Hand
Junior High. On the way to school Eli would run ahead of the group,
open a gate and bark at the dog inside, the dog would charge out
and chase 20 or 30 of us up onto the neighbors cars and
everywhere until the owner came out of the house and retieved the
dog. This happened on a weekly basis. We all learned our
multiplication tables in Mr. Bertzfield’s math class. We all took turns
pretending we were shooting at the ducks on his 6 inch wide
neckties. In 9th grade at Edward Hand, Eli talked me into walking to
McCaskey as freshman to join the McCaskey swim team. In 10th.
grade Eli talked me into joining the JV soccer team. On the soccer
team we hung out with Barry Moffet, Mel Newcomer, Gary Paul’s,
Bob Kilp, Ron O’Dell, and a whole bunch of guys from the other 3
junior high schools. This would include Lancaster Township Junior
High. Our high school years were filled with a lot of drama and
strife. A lot of troubles in the world 1968-1971. We all got though it,
thankfully. The civil rights era coming full fold, and protests about
poverty and war. Unfortunately the Vietnam war was the next thing
some of our class members had to deal with. I don’t know if today’s
kids could handle some of the things we had to face. Eli, because of
his birthday would have been drafted because of his birthday in the
draft lottery, so he enlisted to serve our country. When Eli returned
we both found ourselves employed in law enforcement. We
remained good friends throughout the years, even snorkeled
together on vacation in the Caribbean. He always asked me about
