Reverend Eugene (Gene) F. Lefebvre, 89, died on Thursday, August 30 at
The Glen at Willow Valley, Lancaster, PA..

Soon after, he was ordained
as a priest by William Moody, Bishop of Lexington, KY.

Rev. Lefebvre began serving as the Rector of St. Johns Parish, Dayton, KY



until 1959, then as Vicar at St. Mary’s, Williamsport, PA (1959-60), until his
calling to join St. Timothy’s Episcopal Church in (Roxborough) Philadelphia,
PA where he and his wife Gladys served the congregation faithfully for 32
years (1960-92). In retirement, he was an Assistant Rector at All Saint’s
Church, San Diego and St. Edwards, Lancaster, PA. Additionally, he was
active in The Order of St. Luke the Physician.

Gene and Gladys were lovers of travel and of fine foods and they were able to
combine those passions by taking more than 50 cruises in all parts of the
world. They passed on those passions to their sons as well.
